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The program is divided into two twelve-week phases. The
first phase in Athens is an introductory course with an
optional two-week outreach with partners in the
Mediterranean region. During the second phase of the
program, students are placed with partners in North Africa,  
the Middle East, Europe or in their own sending country.
This will provide a focused, supervised ministry experience
and will be a continuation of the theoretical training.
Participants can decide whether to do only the first or both
phases.

Located in Athens, this program offers participants, through
EME Ministries and other influential partnering churches
and organizations, cross-cultural ministry training.
